The
screen can be tilted on the bracket joints as well, so that a
good set-up for every rider can be found. The screen is made
of a robust, optically clean and fuel resistant material. ABE
approved.

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Touring-R Handle Bars

Everyone who proudly owns the new 1200 R knows that it is
a versatile bike that combines great handling, a strong motor
and lots of character. With various aftermarket parts available
such as screens, footrests and bags it can be transformed into
a great touring machine. The last link for a perfect touring
experience are the handlebars. The “Touring-R” are slightly
wider, reach further back and are closer to the rider than the
original. This lets the rider assume an upright and relaxed
riding position. The length is (without bar weights) 800 mm
(31.5”) compared to the original 770 mm (30.3"), and it
reaches 65 mm (2.6") further back (can be varied depend-
ing on fitting angle). It is suitable for use with the original
heated grips, and is sold with a set of aluminium anodised
handle bar weights and a longer brake line. Made of high gloss

An exclusive, user friendly and ergonomic lever revolution: We
have developed a brake and clutch lever that is adjustable for
both reach and length that can be dialled in for individual rid-
ing needs. Simply loosen the fixing screw and the lever length
can be changed. Especially for bikes with the strong power
assisted Integral ABS brake systems a shorter lever allows
better “feel”. With the VarioLever it is possible to brake with
two or three fingers without squashing the other fingers. This
goes for the clutch as well. Fully extended, the lever is about
the same length as the original, and the full braking force
can be applied. An additional new feature is the easy adjust-
ability of the lever reach, which can easily be applied while
riding. This adjustment is traditionally used in racing but also
important on fast mountain riding where adjustment of the
lever is required to compensate for brake fade. Even with thick
winter gloves the large adjustment wheel can easily be turned
with an outstretched index finger. The levers are precision CNC
machined out of top quality aluminium alloy (AL 7075 T6) as
often used in aircraft or space applications and are therefore
extremely strong. Even with a fully extended lever a force of
over 60 kg/ 132 b (!) can be applied without problems on
the outer tip. The anodised aluminium lever construction al-
lowed us a multitude of colour combinations, and we have put
together a selection of 6 of the nicest looking variations.
