Our off-road racing team with champion
rider Dirk Thelen created a lot of excitement with the par-
ticipation in the Agadir and Erzberg rallies with the R 1200
GS-WR in 2005, and again the Agadir, Quatar and Kempenich
events with the new HP2 this year. We will continue to
participate in further events during the year.

These motorsport activities allow us to gather a lot of data
and information about the strengths and weaknesses of the
bikes and components and further our know-how. Our tuning
components such as the “Boxer Boost” camshaft or the “Per-
formance-Controller” are a direct result of our experiences in
various motorsport activities.

All of this sport and racing activity does not mean we con-
centrate solely on parts for racing or sport use. Our partners
make sure that there are always plenty of exclusive and top
quality parts available: RIZOMA creates pieces of art out of
solid aluminium, BRAKING produces extraordinarily good
looking and brake performance enhancing “Wave”- discs, and
composite specialist llmberger produces light weight high
quality carbon fibre products.

2000: Wunderlich is one of the first and only companies
to be certified to DIN/ISO 9001 in this field, which
allows it to submit TOV approvals. In spite of the
aim to invest everything in product development and
catalogue production Wunderlich exhibits for the
first time on its own on the Intermot in Munich. The
65 square meter stand proves to be a big success,
Importers from all important countries apply for the
rights to distribute the by now fairly large BMW parts
range.

2001: Wunderlich is most likely the first company in the
motorcycle field to achieve certification in the “DIN/
EN/1SO 9001:2000” (KBA-conform).

2002: The first office container and two 40 foot sea contain-
ers are placed outside the warehouse. Office and
warehouse space are again reaching their limits.

In order to be able to concentrate fully on product
development and testing for BMW bikes Wunderlich
parts with the Yamaha business area.

2003: In the meantime 4 large white sea containers are
standing beside the warehouse. The great summer
of 2003 made for a great biking season, but the
temperatures inside the office container exceed at
times 40° C. First plans for a new building in Sinzig
are discussed.

2004: The new premises in Kranzweiherweg are entered on
January 2004. We celebrate our first “Open Door Day”
together with over 1000 customers.

2005: The company celebrates its 20 year jubilee and looks

forward to the next 20!
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
